The Yankton City Commission meeting on Monday, October 10, 2016, will begin at 7:00 pm.

Non-Agenda Items of Interest

1) Human Resources Update

The Yankton Medical Clinic is assisting us in offering on-site flu shots for City employees. The shots
will be given on Wednesday, October 12. Flu shots are covered under the preventive care services of
our group health insurance.

We will be having a retirement reception for Joyce Brunken, Senior Library Assistant, on October 14.
Joyce has been with us for 32 years. There will be an open house from 1:00 — 4:30 p.m. in the Library’s
meeting room. You are welcome to join us in wishing Joyce a happy retirement.

We are currently advertising to fill the Senior Library Assistant position that is open because of Joyce’s
retirement. The deadline for application is October 7. We are also advertising for part-time and winter
seasonal positions. Applications for these positions are accepted until filled.

2) Community Development Department Update

The annual mobile home park licensing inspection process has begun and will culminate with the City
Commission’s consideration of 2017 licenses at the December 12th meeting. Staff works with mobile
home park owners throughout the year to make sure their properties meet licensing requirements.
However, the permitting review process gives us an opportunity to make sure things meet requirements
in a timely manner. The schedule for the process this fall will be:

e October 4, mobile home park inspections will begin. Park owners will be notified of non-
compliance ordinance items shortly thereafter.

e Mid-October, the Finance Office sends the 2017 mobile home park license applications to park
owners.

e November 9, re-inspection of mobile home parks for compliance.
e Mid-November, mobile home park license applications are due to the Finance Office.
e December 12, City Commission considers the 2017 mobile home park licenses for approval.

The goal of the mobile home park inspections is to ensure that the people do not live in substandard
housing units and that the parks are meeting the ordinance requirements.



3) Information Services Department Update

City staff recently attended the Zuercher Suite law enforcement conference in Sioux Falls. A number of
public transparency enhancements are upcoming in the next major release of the software.
Improvements include crime mapping via the web and the potential for public and prosecutorial portal
sites for law enforcement information and cases.

During this meeting, members rated the local Homeland Security grant applications so that the top
priority applications can be taken to the regional meeting for funding consideration.

This is an annual event during which the
volunteers show their appreciation for the past years of service given by retired volunteers and allow for
a nice time for the retired members to gather. This year, the retired members had a chance to be a part
of “housing” the two antique fire trucks into the new fire museum.



Chief Kurtenbach attended the annual South Dakota Municipal League Conference on October 4-7 in
Rapid City. During this conference the South Dakota Fire Chief’s Association also held a meeting.
Chief Kurtenbach is the 2" Vice President of the South Dakota Fire Chiefs.

5) Parks and Recreation Department Update
Enclosed in your packet is an update on the various activities in the Parks and Recreation Department.

6) Library Update
Enclosed in your packet is an update on the various activities in the Library.

7) Environmental Services Update

Gridor Construction completed the dewatering for the Lift Station Project. The base slab for the Lift
Station was completed on October 4. The contractor is in the process of constructing the walls for
wetwells and drywells. The contractor is still scheduled for substantial completion this year.

Welf Construction is moving forward with the new Water Fill Station located west of the Yankton
Transit building. This project is also scheduled for substantial completion this year. Staff will
maintain the current water fill at Water Plant #2 until construction of the new plant begins.

The Force Main Project is scheduled to begin October 10. Slowey Construction will be closing the
south lane of Highway 50 from the Yankton Chamber of Commerce Building to Archery Lane. A large
portion of the project will be completed this year to accommodate the Highway 50 reconstruction
project. Substantial completion is scheduled for May, 2017.

Staff would like to remind everyone that water service lines are the owner’s responsibility to maintain
and repair. Faulty piping and fittings can result in extensive damage to homes and businesses. Service
line ownership and responsibilities are outline in Section 26-28 of the City of Yankton Code of
Ordinances.

Sec. 26-28. - Maintenance of pipes and fixtures.

(@)

The city shall not be responsible for pipes and fixtures. All premises owners must, at their own expense,
keep their service pipe from the point of connection with the city mains to their premises and all other
apparatus in good working order and properly protected from frost and other danger. In the event of
improvements such as concrete or asphalt surfacing, it shall be the owner’s responsibility to place the
curb stop to the proper grade.

(b)

Any leaky service pipe leading to a water meter shall be properly repaired on notice given by the city, or
water shall be shut off.

8) Public Works Department Update
The South Dakota Department of Environment and Natural Resources Waste Tire Collection effort this
summer has been considered a success. The Yankton Transfer Station collected 358 tons of waste tires.

Street Department crews are crack filling streets throughout the city.

The Maple Street Project continues to progress as the contractor has prepared the base and hauled in
gravel in preparation for curb and gutter. Once the curb and gutter is in place, mainline street paving
will take place.

The center lane of the Highway 50 Project has been paved. Contractors are working to complete the
intersections and sidewalk paving.



The South Dakota Department of Transportation (SDDOT) has issued a Notice to Proceed to Stockwell
Engineering for the design and survey of the west 31%/West City Limits Road Trail Project also known
as the TAP. City staff, SDDOT staff, and Stockwell Engineering will have a scoping meeting to discuss
the design aspects of the project.

9) Finance Department Update

The City’s procurement card program website transition from Details Online site to BMO Spend
Dynamics is going smoothly. We went live with the new site on Monday, October 3. October will be
a transition month helping cardholders become familiar with how to navigate the new site and code and
approve transactions for November’s schedule of bills.

The Parks staff have removed the play equipment at Riverside Park. The Parks staff will now meet with
the Riverboat Days Committee representatives to discuss moving electrical lines, communication lines,
and adding additional ground vaults for electrical needs. Once that plan is finalized, a one call will be
done and the turf and dirt removal will begin to construct the new footprint for the universal play structure.

The Parks Staff have started to blow-out the irrigation systems in the parks and public green spaces.

Westside Pond update- Jim Snook used the trash pump and pumped down the water level in the well
pipe. The water level did come back up to where it was before they started the pump. So, from what
Kyle has told us, the aquafer water level is down below the opening of the of pond pipe that allowed water
to flow as an artesian. Options at this point, would be to do nothing and see if the flow comes back in the
future (replenished with rains and snow melt from winter). Another option is to have electricity installed to
the well pipe, purchase a well pump, have the well pump placed down into the well, and start pumping
water out of the aquafer with a pump. In the future, if the water level would rise and the artesian flows re-
start, then the pump could be turned off. The well pump would function when the artesian is not flowing.
This could be a temporary solution because in the future, the water level in the aquifer we have drilled
into could drop to the point where we cannot even use a well pump to get water out. This temporary
solution is still a much more economical solution then trying to drill a new well, find a new artesian well,
etc.

The ball fields at Sertoma Park are being dragged and prepared each Friday for adult softball on

Chairman Pier asked for approval of the consent item to establish October 10,
2016 as the date for a public hearing to consider Ordinance 990, an amendment to
the City of Yankton’s Comprehensive Development Plan known as the “Mead
Neighborhood Concept” located at 3101 Broadway Avenue. Legal description:

Mr. Mingo discussed the four 4 aspects of the action that the Planning
Commission is responsible for making a recommendation on for the item to move
forward.

Naming the district.

Establishing the district boundaries.

Determination of eligibility.

Making a recommendation on the plan.

Mr. Mingo answered all questions posed to him from the Planning
Commissioners.

The Chairman then asked for comments from the audience.

Gary Moore, 635 Augusta Circle, stated he has worked with TIDs in the past on a
state level and strongly feels these are wrong. Mr. Moore referenced the City of



Mitchell, SD and how TIDs have hurt them. Mr. Moore also referenced Sioux
Falls and how strict they are in allowing TIDs to be approved. He feels the City
should have the existing TIDs paid off before entering into another one.

Dan Specht also addressed the Planning Commission. Mr. Specht stated that the
property on 10" Street would have 16 townhouse units and the 9" Street parcel
could house an 8 plex apartment complex. The project would be completed in 3
or 4 phases, and if approved, they could take ownership by November and start
the cleanup process. By spring of 2017 the old waterline and other underground
utilities left over from the old mobile home court could be removed and new ones
installed. Mr. Specht also discussed other projects that were funded by TIDs:
Fox Run, Morgen Square, Menards and Westbrook Estates.

Commissioner Healy asked what the development timeline would be for this
project. Mr. Mingo stated that there is no required start up time but to have the
best chance of receiving maximum payout during the 20 years, it is in the
developer’s best interest to get the project started as soon as they can.

Chairman Pier asked if the city has done this in the past. Mr. Mingo answered
saying yes; Westbrook Estates is an example but on a larger level. This proposal
is the smallest to be considered.

Commissioner Healy asked if there are other spots in the city that are designated
at “blighted”. Mr. Mingo answered there are areas not designated but they would
meet the SDCL definition of a blighted, under-developed site.

Chairman Pier asked whether the Planning Commission is putting themselves in a
situation that will create a precedence that they don’t want by picking and
choosing projects to fund/consider offering TIDs to. Mr. Mingo said the City
Commission has had that discussion before and even considered creating a set of
criteria for consideration. It was determined that was not a good idea at the time
because TID’s can be very different so they should be weighed individually.

Commissioner Wenande asked if there were other requests for TIDs that didn’t
get this far. Mr. Mingo stated yes there were but added that any landowner can
request a TID. The decisions thus far have indicated that if the proposal addresses
a need in the housing analysis, or another commercial identified need and is part
of the development of substantially unimproved property, the requests have been
received favorably.

Chairman Pier asked whether the city has heard from the school district. Mr.
Mingo stated that he has not heard from the school district regarding this
proposal. Chairman Pier also asked what the status is with the other TIDs. Mr.
Mingo discussed the six TID’s referenced in the documentation.

Commissioner Viau asked that if this parcel was broken into smaller properties,
how many single family homes would fit on it. Mr. Mingo answered 4 or 5
homes only.

Mr. Mingo described the location of the plat and that it is complicated but meets
all the requirements. Mr. Mingo also stated that Yankton County will be involved
in review and have subdivision rules that need to be followed because the Tract
includes improvement is a Section Line Highway. Staff recommends approval.

Jim Lane, 2714 Peninah Street discussed the proposed plat. Mr. Lane stated he
had a buyer who has already met with Pat Garrity, Yankton County Planning &
Zoning Director, to address county requirements. Mr. Lane answered all
questions the commissioners presented to him. Mr. Lane stressed that he will



work with Mike Welch, who owns the property on Lyle’s Addition.

Mike Welch, 3106 Peninah Street handed out a document with 9 questions, dated
9/19/2016. Mr. Welch requested that a decision be made about this plat after his

9 questions have been addressed. Mr. Mingo answered these 9 questions for Mr.
Welch and the commissioners. Mr. Mingo stated the only outstanding question of
the 9 presented from Mr. Welch is related to the section line highway. Based on
the information available to city staff including documents from the Register of
Deeds, the section line highway exists through all properties involved east of the
airport. The question becomes, is that sufficient and if not, who has the burden of
proof regarding the existence of the section line highway specifically in Lyle’s
Addition.

Commissioner Healy asked where would the road be to the property and both Mr.
Welch and Mr. Lane agreed it would be partially on Lyle’s Addition.
Commissioner Healy asked who would be financing the road constriction. Mr.
Lane stated it would be potential buyer, Mike Feimer. Commissioner Viau asked
if the section line highway currently open and Mr. Lane stated it is not improved
and with his title research, it has not been vacated. Mr. Mingo also stated his
staff did some title work and also found that based on what they could determine,
it had not been vacated. Mr. Lane stated that he has an abstract and is confident
that no section lines have been vacated.

As legal counsel for Mr. Welch, Mr. Pier approached the microphone and stated
that his client is not opposed to finding a resolution and knows that a section line
cannot be altered, contoured or blocked. Mr. Pier also stated that the County has
no obligation to open section lines and feel that Yankton County should be the
one to decide this issue. Mr. Welch has his original plat given by the county and
it does not identify a Right of Way in Lyle’s Addition.

Mr. Pier also asked Mr. Mingo about page 2 of Section 1, paragraph 2 in the
Developer’s Agreement. With the wording of this, it should be clearer. He stated
that there is enough uncertainty that he feels the commission should wait to make
a recommendation so both Mr. Welch and Mr. Lane can come up with a
resolution.

City Commission Liaison Ferdig asked Mr. Mingo what is the responsibility of
the Planning Commission members related to the matter. Mr. Mingo stated they
are to review and make a recommendation whether to approve based on the
information provided. Other options are to table an item, or to recommend to the
City Commission that the plat be denied.

Commissioner Viau stated that where the triangle of the section line highway is
located on the plat, causes him some concern and feels the right of way needs to
be verified. In closing Mr. Lane did say this project has not been an easy one but
the City staff he has been working with have been reasonable and professional.

It is staff’s
opinion that the proposal provides a practical opportunity for a private developer to invest in the
site. The proposal creates another transitional step between the B-2 Highway Business District
to the south and the R-1 Single Family District to the north.

The City will not pay out any proceeds from
the TID increment that have not already been paid by the developer. Additionally, any shortfall
of projected increment identified in the plan will mean a lesser payment to the developer.

The District is
hereby created on the day this resolution becomes effective which shall be twenty days
after publication.

SCHEDULE 4 — “ECONOMIC FEASIBILITY STUDY”

The City of Yankton has been approached by Dan Specht, Deb Specht, Jim Schramm, and Stacy Schramm
(collectively “Developer”) concerning the development of land formerly known as the Circle C, a west Yankton
Mobile Home Court. The project will consist of providing market rent housing consisting of 16 two bedroom condo

units

The Developer has indicated that the project is not feasible without the assistance of the Tax Increment
District. This is a “but for” type of tax increment district financing. The project will not proceed “but for” the
assistance from the City through the creation of a tax increment district for the project.

An essential component of the project City funding is for certain eligible Project Costs (“Project Costs”)
needed to support the Project (or any other comprehensive redevelopment of the site), all of which is currently
estimated to cost approximately to total $472,840.

The City has made it clear that City funding for these public improvements must be supported by the tax
revenues generated by the Project, and not by the general revenues of the City. The vehicle through which this can
be accomplished is through tax increment financing under the South Dakota Tax Incremental District Law (South
Dakota Codified Laws Chapter 11-8). Tax increment financing is an indispensable self-financing tools used
throughout the United States to help local governments successfully develop and redevelop areas and encourage
economic development.

In tax increment financing, the current real property tax assessed value of all properties in a designated
project area (“tax increment financing district”} is established as the “base value.” As development in the tax
increment financing district increases the assessed values of the redeveloped properties, a portion of the additional
tax revenue generated by the increase in assessed value over the base value is set aside and committed by the City
to the reimbursement of approved project costs.

Tax increment financing is permitted only in connection with a “Project Plan” duly adopted by the City. The
City of Yankton has guidelines for the use of tax increment financing within the city. While the guidelines are
consistent with South Dakota Codified Law and the process is generally the same as provided for within statute,
there are a few exceptions and instances where the City has taken the liberty to further define and interpret.

The estimated increment resulting from the improvements would be $38,199.61 as evidence by the table below.

The economic activity of the proposed development can be felt well before noticeable construction activity.
Planning professionals, attorneys, engineers, architects and designers are commissioned to develop preliminary
designs. Financial models are prepared and land is acquired. Redevelopment plans are presented and local
businesses strategize for their position in a growing economy. There is an increase in construction related jobs that
are available to local workers, thereby increasing wages.

THIS DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT is entered into as of this _ day of

2016 (this “Agreement”) by and between the CITY YANKTON, a South Dakota municipal corporatlon
(“City”) and SCHRECHT, LLC (“Developer);

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, City has an interest in promoting economic development and is authorized pursuant
to SDCL Chapter 11-9 (the “Act”) to create tax increment districts for such purposes; and

WHEREAS, in order to accelerate the development of certain property that would not otherwise
occur solely through private investment in the reasonably foreseeable future, the City Commission created
Tax Increment District Number Seven (the “TID”) encompassing the following described real property:

THEN38.9'OF E22'LT 8 & ALL LT 9 EXC W19' OF S159.50' BLK 18 WEST YANKTON AND
LTS 2,3,4 & 5 BLK 18 WEST YANKTON MOBILE HOME COURT FORMERLY KNOW AS
CIRCLE “C”

WHEREAS, the Act authorizes the expenditure of funds derived within a tax increment district
for the payment of expenditures made or estimated to be made and monetary obligations incurred or
estimated to be incurred by the City establishing the TID, for grants, costs of public works or public
improvements in the TID, plus other costs incidental to those expenditures and obligations, consistent with
the project plan of the TID, which expenditures and monetary obligations constitute project costs, as defined
in Section 11-9-15 of the Act; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises, covenants, obligations, and
benefits contained in this Agreement, City and Developer hereby agree as follows:

Section 1. Definitions

Unless the context otherwise requires, the terms used in this Agreement will have the meanings set forth in
this Section. If not defined in this Agreement, capitalized terms will have the meaning given to them in the
Project Plan.

“Act” means SDCL Chapter 11-9, as may be amended from time to time.
“Base Revenues” means the taxes collected on the Base Value.

“Base Value” means the value of the TID Property at the time of the creation of the district as
certified by the South Dakota Secretary of Revenue.

“Construction Schedule” means the timetable for constructing the improvements specified in
Section 2.08.

“Project” will have the meaning specified in Section 3.01 of this Agreement.

“Project Costs” means the costs set forth on Schedule 1 to the Project Plan, and any additional
costs necessary to complete the Project.

“Project Plan” means the Project Plan for Tax Increment District Number Seven.,



“Reimbursable Project Costs” means those costs set forth in the Project Plan, of which the
maximum amount of $472,840 is eligible for reimbursement by the City through the use of Tax
Increment Revenues, subject to limitations as set forth in Section 2.01(a) below and the Project
Plan.

“Tax Increment Revenues” means all tax revenues of the TID Property in excess of the Base
Revenues.

“TID” will have the meaning set forth in the recitals.

Words used herein in the singular, where the context so permits, also includes the plural and vice versa,
unless otherwise specified.

Section 2. Obligation and Representations

2.01 Remittance of Tax Increment Revenues; City’s Expenses.

(a) As reimbursement for Reimbursable Project Costs, City agrees to pay to Developer, solely
from available Tax Increment Revenues, a sum not to exceed $472,840, plus interest
computed at the rate of 5% per annum on the principal balance from time to time until the
expiration of the term hereof set forth in Section 5.01 .

(b) To cover its expenses in connection with the formation of the TID and the negotiation of this
Agreement, City may retain, from the amount otherwise payable to Developer under Section
2.01(a), an amount not to exceed $5,000. Such amount may be deducted by City from the
initial remittance(s) of Tax Increment Revenues.

2.02  Grant. The parties acknowledge that Developer’s right to receive the Tax Increment Revenues
hereunder is a grant under the Act, and a personal property right vested with Developer on the date hereof.

2.03  No Certificated Tax Increment Revenue Bonds. City will have no obligations to the Developer
except as set forth in this Agreement, and will not issue any certificated tax increment revenue bonds to
evidence such obligations.

2.04 Developer’s Representations. Developer represents to City as follows:
(a) Developer is a South Dakota Limited Liability Corporation.

(b) Developer has the authority to enter into this Agreement and to perform the requirements of
this Agreement;

(c) Developer’s performance under this Agreement will not violate any applicable judgment,
order, law or regulation;

(d) Developer’s performance under this Agreement will not result in the creation of any claim
against City for money or performance, any lien, charge, encumbrance or security interest
upon any asset of City; and

(e) Developer will have sufficient capital to perform all of its obligations under this Agreement
when it needs to have said capital, and that Developer owns the TID Property.

(f) Developer agrees to waive its access to the Yankton County Discretionary Property Tax
Formula in order to facilitate the implementation of the Tax Increment District.



2.05 Approvals. City and Developer represent each to the other that the execution, delivery, and
performance of this Agreement on its part does not require consent or approval of any person that has not
been obtained.

2.06 Payments; Assignment of Payments. The City will make eligible payments due to Developer
within a reasonable time, not to exceed 45 days, of the City’s receipt of real estate tax payments
semi-annually. The estimated payment plan is attached hereto as Exhibit A and incorporated
herein by this reference. The proposed payments are estimates only and the actual payments will
be made based upon available Tax Increment Revenues.

2.07 Continued Cooperation. City and Developer represent each to the other that it will make every
reasonable effort to expedite the subject matters hereof and acknowledge that the successful performance
of this Agreement requires its continued cooperation.

2.08  Completion of Improvements. Subject to the terms of this Agreement, Developer shall diligently
work to successfully complete any and all improvements described in the Project Plan within sixty (60)
months after the Developer commences construction of the Project, commencing no later than December
1, 2016 with completion no later than December 1, 2021 (the “Construction Schedule”). The time period
set forth above in this Section 2.08 shall be extended by reason of delays caused by Force Majeure. As
used herein, “Force Majeure” shall refer to delays caused by or occasioned by labor disputes, acts of God,
moratoriums, war, riots, insurrections, civil commotion, a general inability to obtain labor or materials, fire,
unusual delay in transportation, severe and adverse weather conditions preventing performance of work,
unavoidable casualties, failures to act by any governmental entity or their respective agents or employees,
governmental restrictions, regulations or controls including the inability to obtain the necessary
governmental approvals and/or permits necessary to complete any portion of the Project, and any other
delays outside of the control of the Developer.

2.09  No General Obligation of the City. City’s obligations hereunder are limited obligations payable
solely out of the Tax Increment Revenues and are not payable from any other revenues of City, nor a charge
against its general taxing power. Each payment under 2.01(a) is subject to annual appropriations by the
City Commission. Developer shall bear all risks that such Tax Increment Revenues may be insufficient to
pay the amounts specified in Section 2.01.

Section 3. The Project

3.01 The Project. The Project will be comprised of real estate, and the design, construction, assembly,
and installation of the improvements described in the Project Plan, including elements described within the
Project Plan as “Project Costs” and “Developer Costs,” and the full implementation thereof.

3.02 Financing of the Project and Improvements. Payment of all Developer Costs will be made from
Developer’s own capital and from other sources obtained solely by Developer. Developer may use any or
part of the TID Property as collateral for such loans as required to pay Developer Costs.



Section 4. Developer Covenants

4.01  Duties and Obligations of Developer. Subject to the terms hereof, Developer hereby agrees to:
(a) complete, or cause to be completed, all improvements described in the Project Plan and this Agreement,
(b) provide, or cause to be provided, all materials, labor, and services for completing the Project, (c) seek
all necessary permits and approvals from City and/or all other governmental agencies having jurisdiction
over the construction of improvements to the TID Property, and (d) cooperate with the City in providing
all necessary information to City, including documentation of actual expenses incurred for Reimbursable
Project Costs, in order to assist the City in complying with this Agreement; provided however, any
documentation or information provided to the City in connection with the same shall be kept and remain
confidential at all times.

4.02 Indemnification. Developer will FULLY INDEMNIFY and HOLD HARMLESS, City (and the
elected officials, employees, officers, directors, and representatives of City) from and against any and all
costs, claims, liens, damages, losses, expenses, fees, fines, penalties, proceedings, actions, demands, causes
of action, liability and suits of any kind and nature, including but not limited to, personal injury or death
and property damage, made upon City directly or indirectly arising out of, resulting from or related to
Developer’s negligence, willful misconduct or criminal conduct in its activities under this Agreement,
including any such acts or omissions of Developer, any agent, officer, director, representative, employee,
consultant or subconsultants of Developer, and their respective officers, agents, employees, directors and
representatives while in the exercise or performance of the rights or duties under this Agreement, all
without, however, waiving any governmental immunity available to City under South Dakota law and
without waiving any defenses of the parties under South Dakota law. The provisions of this
INDEMNIFICATION are solely for the benefit of the parties hereto and not intended to create or grant any
rights, contractual or otherwise, to any other person or entity. Developer will promptly advise City in
writing of any claim or demand against City related to or arising out of Developer’s activities under this
Agreement and will see to the investigation and defense of such claim or demand at Developer’s cost to the
extent required under the Indemnity in this paragraph. City will have the right, at its option and expense,
to participate in such defense without relieving Developer of any of its obligations under this paragraph.

4.03  Liability. Developer will be solely responsible for compensation payable to any employee or
contractor of Developer, and none of Developer’s employees or contractors will be deemed to be employees
or contractors of City. No director, officer, employee or agent of City shall be personally responsible for
any liability arising under or growing out of this Agreement.

4.04 Taxes & Licenses. Developer will pay, on or before their respective due dates, to the appropriate
collecting authority all Federal, State, and local taxes and fees that are now or may hereafter be levied upon
the TID Property or upon Developer or upon the business conducted on the TID Property, or upon any of
Developer’s property used in connection therewith, including employment taxes; and Developer shall
maintain in current status all federal State, and local licenses and permits required for the operation of the
business conducted by Developer.

4.05 Examination of Records. Developer will allow City to conduct examinations, during regular
business hours and following notice to Developer by City, of the books and records related to this
Agreement no matter where books and records are located.

4.06 Minimize Reimbursable Project Costs. Developer will use prudent and reasonable methods to
minimize the actual costs incurred for Reimbursable Project Costs listed in the Project Plan.



Section 5. Term and Termination

5.01 Term. The term of this Agreement shall commence on the date hereof and end on the date which
is the earliest to occur of the following, at which time City’s obligations hereunder will be deemed fully
discharged:

(i)  the date on which the amount payable under Section 2.01 has been paid in full to Developer;
or

(i)  the date this Agreement is terminated as provided in Section 5.02; or
(iii) the 20th anniversary of the creation of the TID.

5.02 Default and Termination. If Developer fails to commence and complete construction
substantially in accordance with the Construction Schedule (as such may be extended due to delays caused
by Force Majeure, as detailed herein), City may terminate this Agreement, as its sole and exclusive remedy,
if Developer does not cure its failure within forty-five (45) calendar days after receiving written notice from
City requesting the failure be cured; provided however, if such cure is not reasonably susceptible of being
cured within such forty-five day period, then Developer shall be given additional time to cure such default
provided that Developer is diligently acting to cure the same. If the Agreement is terminated as set forth in
this Section, City’s obligations under this Agreement will be deemed fully discharged.

Section 6. Miscellaneous

6.01 Non-Waiver. Provisions of this Agreement may be waived only in writing. No course of dealing
on the part of City, or Developer nor any failure or delay by City or Developer in exercising any right,
power, or privilege under this Agreement shall operate as a waiver of any right, power or privilege owing
under this Agreement.

6.02  Conflict of Interest. Developer acknowledges that City’s Charter and ethics code prohibit a City
officer or employee from having a financial interest in any contract with City or any City agency such as
City-owned utilities. Developer warrants and certifies, and this Agreement is made in reliance thereon, that
no officer, employee or agent of City has a financial interest in the execution of this Agreement separate
from that of the general public.

6.03  Entire Agreement. This Agreement embodies the final and entire agreement between the parties
hereto concerning the subject matter herein. The Project Plan attached to this Agreement is incorporated
herein and shall be considered a part of this Agreement for the purposes stated herein, except that if there
is a conflict between the Project Plan and a provision of this Agreement, the provision of this Agreement
will control.

6.04 Amendments. All amendments to this Agreement and the Project Plan may only be made in a
writing executed by City and Developer.

6.05  Severability. If any clause or provision of this Agreement is held invalid or unenforceable, such
holding will not invalidate or render unenforceable any other provision hereof.

6.06 Venue and Governing Law. This Agreement shall be construed under and in accordance with the
laws of the state of South Dakota. Any legal action or proceeding brought or maintained, directly or
indirectly, as a result of this Agreement shall be heard and determined in Yankton County, South Dakota.



6.07 Notice. Any notice sent under this Agreement shall be written and mailed with sufficient postage,
sent by certified mail, return receipt requested, documented facsimile or delivered personally to an officer
of the receiving party at the following addresses:

Any of the above parties may, by notice given hereunder, designate any further or different addresses to
which subsequent notices, certificates, or other communications may be sent.

6.08 Captions. Captions used herein are only for the convenience of reference and shall not be
construed to have any effect or meaning as to the agreement between the parties hereto.

6.09  Assignment. This Agreement, and the rights and obligations of Developer hereunder, may not be
assigned, transferred or otherwise conveyed without the prior written consent of City, which may be
withheld or conditioned in City’s discretion. Developer may assign this agreement to a lender to finance
the improvements.

6.10 No Obligation to Undertake Project. Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be deemed or
construed as the obligation of the Developer to proceed with the construction of the Project. Rather, the
obligations stated herein shall be deemed conditions to the City’s payment of Tax Increment Revenues.

6.11 Prevailing Party. In the event of a default and/or litigation arising out of the enforcement of this
Agreement, the parties hereto acknowledge and agree that the prevailing party shall be entitled to recover
all costs, charges, expenses and reasonable attorneys’ fees arising as a result thereof. Prevailing party shall
mean any defendant found not liable on any and all counts and/or any plaintiff recovering on any count.

6.12 Appropriation of Funds. To the extent the City is required to do so by law, the City shall take such
actions as may be required from time to time to appropriate funds pursuant to applicable law to satisfy its
obligations under this Agreement.

6.13 Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in counterpart originals, each of which shall be
deemed to be an original with the same effect as if the signatures thereto were on the same instrument. A
signature affixed to this Agreement and transmitted by facsimile or electronic mail shall have the same
effect as an original signature.

6.14. Recording. Neither this Agreement nor a memorandum thereof shall be recorded.

Attached is an updated proposal from Patrick Ibarra of the Mejoranda Group to conduct a
two-day strategic planning process for the City of Yankton. The format for this year’s
strategic nlanning process will be similar, however, the content and conversation will
build from the input and discussion that took place with the public, department heads and
City Commissioners during last year’s session.

This year’s process includes a community engagement piece to listen to community
members’ ideas and visions for our community.

The total cost for Mr. Ibarra’s services is $13,500 plus travel and printing. There are
also some costs associated with meals for the two days as well.

This session is tentatively scheduled for Thursday and Friday January 5-6, 2017. The
City Commission’s commitment would be the evening of Thursday, January 5 for the
public engagement period as well as all day on Friday, January 6. If approved, Mr.
Ibarra will also be conducting interviews with the City Commission prior to the planning
session.

One suggestion that was brought to me following last year’s session was that the City
Commission consider focusing in depth on a couple of areas of interest during your time
with the facilitator each year as opposed to trying to cover such a wide range of topics. If
this is desired, the City Commission may want to utilize their interview time to determine
specific aieas of interest and or focus you would like to cover.

The 2017 budget includes funding for this strategic planning process.

It is recommended that that City Commission approve the contract and enter into
an agreement with the Mejoranda Group for its 2017 Strategic Planning Session.

BACKGROUND

During these times of unprecedented and disruptive change, leaders at all levels of
government must improve their ability to manage a perplexing paradox - how to stay
focused on today's business while building tomorrow's.

Step Two: Similar to preparing for the Advance meeting of the governing body,
interviews will be held via the telephone with department directors to obtain their
input for their Advance meeting.

Subsequent to the meeting and prior to the Advance meeting, a summary of the
one-on-one meetings will be provided along with a suggested agenda for the off-
site meeting. This will be reviewed and finalized with the City Manager.

Step Three, Thursday, January 5™: Design and facilitate one all-day meeting with
the Executive Leadership Team (ELT) which includes the City Manager and
Department Directors on the day prior to the Advance meeting of the Mayor and
Council. The purpose is to evaluate the current strategic plan and identify
recommendations of potential changes. This meeting will be summarized and
provided the subsequent day to the Mayor and Council as input for their
discussions during their meeting.

Step Four, evening of Thursday, January 5: Facilitate one community meeting
that will be held the evening of the Advance meeting with the ELT. The purpose
is to obtain a sample of public input on their ideas and desires on how to build an
even stronger community. Input provided will be summarized and shared at the
next day’s Advance meeting with the Mayor and City Council.

Step Five, Friday, January 6th: Design and facilitate a one-day Advance meeting
of the governing body, city manager and others to be determined.

This engagement will involve facilitating the meeting by utilizing an approach that
encourages the full participation of attendees, creates a relaxed and productive

meeting environment, and keeps the group on-track with accomplishing agreed
upon objectives.

The City of Yankton is seeking up to $37,000,000 of funding from the Board of Water and
Natural Resources to implement major improvements to the city’s water treatment system.

The project will consist of constructing a new water treatment plant, which will replace the
city’s existing plants. The funds could be either a grant from the state Consolidated Water
Facilities Construction Program or a loan from the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (SRF)

Program. The expected Drinking Water SRF loan terms are 3.0 percent for 30 years, and the
Board of Water and Natural Resources may forgive all or a portion of the loan principal. The
amount, source of funds, and terms will be determined by the Board of Water and Natural
Resources when the application is presented at a scheduled board meeting. The purpose of
the public hearing is to discuss the proposed project, the proposed financing, and the source
of repayment for the loan. The public is invited to attend and comment on the project.
