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Commission Information Memorandum

The Yankton City Commission meeting on Monday, November 13, 2017, will begin at 7:00 pm.

Non-Agenda Items of Interest

1) Human Resources Department Update
Interviews for the Water Reclamation Plant Operations Specialist were held during the week of October

30. Eleven applications were received. This position was open because of the retirement of Mike Arens
on October 23.

We are advertising for Police Detective internally because of the announcement of Darren Moser’s
retirement on December 15. Deadline for application is November 14.

We have had a number of new employees starting in departments. Jessica Cameron started on October
23 in the Finance Office as Accounting/Municipal Records Clerk. Brooke Goeden started on October
30 as an Assistant in the Community and Economic Development Department. Amanda Stucky began
her employment as Accounting Clerk in Finance on November 6. Bailey Matthews began her duties as
Communication Dispatcher on November 6.

Because of the resignations of Teresa Bosch and Marie High Bear, we are currently advertising for two
part-time Library Circulation Assistants.

2) Community Development Update

The airport consultant selection process is wrapping up. Airports, like Chan Gurney Municipal Airport
in Yankton, that receive federal and state funding are required to go through the consultant selection
process every five years. The five-member consultant selection committee has completed interviews
with the four consultants that submitted proposals. We feel fortunate that any of the four firms we
interviewed could do the job well. That good fortune also makes for a difficult decision. The
committee’s recommendation for the hire will be on the City Commission’s November 27 meeting
agenda. Time is of the essence in finalizing this process because we have some submittals due to the
Federal Aviation Administration in December and our consultant completes that work for us.

3) Environmental Services Department Update
John T Jones completed the base slab for the water purification plant project. They continue to work on
lower level walls and columns. The contractor is planning to continue work through the winter.

Materials have been ordered for the emergency repair for the collapsed manhole east of the intersection
of 2" and Burleigh. The manhole in the intersection of 2" and Burleigh will also have to be replaced.
This will include a closure of the intersection during the repairs. Delivery of the needed materials is
several weeks out.



The contractor has started the biosolids application. The contractor will be removing the biosolids from
the wastewater lagoons near the chamber building and land applying the material. Staff sampled the
biosolids and the soils at the application site. Staff used the data to determine an application rate needed
to meet the agronomic fertilizer value needed for next year’s crop. This is required as part of the South
Dakota Department of Environment and Natural Resources approved biosolids management plan.

4) Public Works Department Update

In observance of America Recycles Day, the City of Yankton and Keep Yankton Beautiful will be
holding a Recycle Used Toys Collection on Saturday, November 18, 2017 from 10:00 am to 1:00 pm.
“Gently” used or new toys may be dropped off at North Ace Hardware during the above time. Please, no
broken or damaged toys and no stuffed animals. All toys collected will be going to the Yankton Contact
Center.

This is a great opportunity to give those no longer used toys to a good home and to brighten a child’s
holiday. Donating toys in this way represents the 3 “R” of recycling: Reducing items going into
landfills, Reusing useable items, and Recycling these toys back to life. This event in the past has been
very successful.

While weather conditions permit, Public Works continues to address fall maintenance items.
Preparations for winter weather street maintenance have been made. A coordination meeting was held
with all City departments responsible for snow removal and emergency services to discuss winter
weather operations and procedures.

All of the City street reconstruction projects are substantially complete. The last of the concrete paving
on Maple Street from 4™ Street to 6™ Street was done on Friday, November 3. Minor work like
widening and sealing joints, backfill and miscellaneous cleanup items, is all that remains. It is
anticipated this will be done by the week of November 13.

With the 2017 construction season coming to an end, the engineering staff’s attention will shift primarily
to 2018 design work. Engineering staff will finish up with some survey work that needs to get done
before snowfall and then concentrate on getting West City Limits Road and Walnut Street out for bid.

In preparation for winter weather, the City of Yankton is letting residents know that in the event of
significant snowfall or inclement weather City solid waste and recycling collection will be POSTPONED.
The City will collect the postponed day's route on a later date which will be announced at the time of
postponement.

When the City garbage and recycling collection is POSTPONED, please pull your carts away from the
boulevard or the edge of alleys to avoid carts being hit during snow removal.

The location where solid waste and recycling is placed for collection shall be kept clear of snow and ice. If
the areas in front of and around the containers are not cleared, crews may not be able to pick up your solid
waste or recycling.

If collection is postponed, it will be broadcast via radio, TV, and on City of Yankton social media. Residents
may also sign up for Nixle text notifications on the City of Yankton website, www.cityofyankton.org. The
City thanks Yankton residents for their patience and cooperation. If you have any questions, please call the
Solid Waste Department at (605) 668-5211.

5) Fire Department Update
The Yankton Fire Department in cooperation with the Red Cross and local volunteers sponsored the
“Sound the Alarm” event on October 30, 2017. Yankton firefighters and Red Cross volunteers went to

2



local homes and installed new 10-year life smoke detectors. This was an appointment based program.
Following are the results of this event:

115 appointments were made, we were able to get into 86 homes.
We installed 298 alarms.
We made homes safer for 256 people:

- 96 were 17 years old or younger.

- 45 were 65 years old or older.

- 13 had a functional access need or disability

- 16 were military members or military family members.
We found 188 pre-existing alarms — 99 of those were working.
Of the 86 homes we visited, 53 had no working smoke alarms.

Thank you to the Red Cross for providing the smoke detectors and other support for the program.
Thanks to Yankton Firefighters and local volunteers, especially Red Cross volunteers Terry and
Catherine Crandall for their effort in making this event a success.

6) Police Department Update

Chief Paulsen met with the Social Justice Committee at Mt. Marty to discuss partnering on issues in our
community. This is something that grew out of the Benedictine Sisters grant to purchase YPD’s Drug
Drop off box.

We completed our Emergency Vehicle Operations training and course. Because this is high risk/high
liability activity, YPD feels that we must continue training in this area.

Lt. Brandt and Chief Paulsen attended the sentencing for David Geise, the person who robbed Wells
Fargo.

Chief Paulsen attended the Community Relations Board at the Federal Prison Camp.

The Chief also lead the Point of Dispense held October 20 at YMS/Summit Aux gym. Approximately
250 flu vaccinations occurred during the event. A number of entities played a significant role within the
organization.

7) Parks and Recreation Department Update
Enclosed in your packet is an update on the various activities in the Parks and Recreation Department.

8) Library Update
Enclosed in your packet is an update on the various activities at the Yankton Community Library.

9) Finance Department Update

Utility rate increases took effect November 1. Notices of the utility rate change, recycling calendar
postcard, and garbage and recycling collection during a snow event notice will be included with
customers’ utility bills and are being sent out on November 17.

Finance has received the annual liquor license and video lottery applications and is preparing them for
commission approval for the January 1, 2018 renewal.

The South
Dakota State University design students presented ideas on downtown streetscapes on Saturday,
October 21. City Staff attended the presentation and took ideas from the presentation and added to them
the downtown improvement notes.

Todd and Brittany LaCroix will be on the Local Organizing Committee for the 2018 Indoor Archery World
Championships.

P&R Department CIM
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PARKS

Amy and Todd are working with the Rotary Club to determine if a renovation of the Rotary Park Outdoor
Classroom Shelter can be scheduled and be funded by the Rotary Club. The roof allows water through
its seams and therefore the trusses and rafters are rotting. The roof and rafters would all be removed and
replaced with new materials.

The artesian well in Westside Park is flowing on its own again as of October 18.

A tree in memory of Jaxon Boomsma was planted in October in Ridgeway Park. The tree has a granite
memorial located next to it.

Chauntel Wright and the Taggert Suicide Prevention group have donated a cottonwood tree and it has
been planted on the island at Westside Park. A granite marker will be placed by the tree.

A willow tree has been donated by a local couple and planted in Memorial Park to replace the one that
was damaged this summer by wind storms. The local couple had been married under the willow tree in
Memorial Park and wanted it to be replaced.

Four Maple trees were planted in the parking lot median at Fox Run Golf Course to replace the four ash
trees that were removed last winter.

Todd met with Bernie Hunhoff and Bob Luken to determine a location for the Governor McMaster plaque
that will be installed in the Meridian Bridge Plaza. This plaque needs to be installed before June 15,
2018, when the McMaster statue will be dedicated in Pierre and his relatives will be in state for the Pierre
and then Yankton ceremonies.

The Parks Staff have prepared an area in Ridgeway Park to expand the basketball court to a second slab
of concrete with a second basketball backboard and rim. This project is being funded by the Keep His
Smile Alive Foundation. The Parks Department will also be installing three saddle spinners in the play
area to add to the play area’s amenities. Again, this is being funded by the Foundation. We are
examining the addition of a drinking fountain in this park also as a part of the Foundation’s improvement
ideas.

The Yankton Ice Association has worked to remove the top sod and dirt at the outdoor ice arena in
Sertoma Park. This winter, they plan to place down a liner in the arena to help with flooding and having a
system in place that won’t allow the water to soak down into the dirt.

The Parks Staff are done delivering picnic tables, benches, trash cans, dumpsters, fence, and other event
support materials as the community’s weekend events have concluded with the Harvest Halloween event.

TRAIL

The landscape wall by Walnut Village housing along the Auld-Brokaw trail collapsed during the rainy
period this fall. A contractor will be hired to re-install the wall and make some improvements to the
subsurface behind the wall and also add appropriate drain tubes to help make sure this type of collapse
does not happen in the future. The wall was installed as a part of the A-B trail project in approximately
2010.

FOX RUN GOLF COURSE

Amy, Al, Todd, Tom and Amanda have started to meet regularly to discuss operational ideas and plans
for 2018. There will be a work session on golf operations scheduled for Monday, November 27, at
6:00pm.

The golf simulator is up and in operation at the clubhouse. Winter simulator leagues will begin in
December.

Mark thought that
once the hangar is built, others will step forward. Jim Cox received a quote for
identical 6 plex that we currently have which would be $118,850.00, which is
steel only. Would have other expenses including concrete. Jim said you can
usually double the quote on the steel to estimate the cost of the finished product.




Mark’s quote was $263,000 with concrete. Those numbers provide a good place
to start.

Mark thinks that people would be more interested in leasing rather than buying.
Mark will contact the people and see if interested, general idea is $1,550 per
year.

Jim is hoping to get 20-30% from the State. This would eliminate FAA
involvement. Steve Hamilton brought up Madison's fueling station was funded
by Aeronautics Commission. He has not heard of AC paying for hangar space.

Dave asked if his understanding is correct that the Board wants to ask City
Commission for a portion of the funding? Based on the numbers discussed
today it may be a $180,000 request for funding to the commission. Board
members discussed that more information was needed to put together a draft
funding package that could be discussed in more detail.

looking to offer more programming at Memorial Park to increase Boys and Girls Club
involvement. We will work with their staff this winter on summer programming. We will look to
offer additional classes after 5pm for kids with working parents. These will be mainly
preschool classes. Sand Volleyball League, Coed had 14 teams this year, up 2 from last
year. Women’s had 11 teams which is the same number as last year. SAC swim lessons had
419 participants. Memorial Pool lessons had 444. In 2016, there was 413 participants at the
SAC and 426 at Memorial Park. The department worked with the City of Viborg in 2017 for
swim lessons and had kids bussed down from Viborg for lessons. We also worked with the
Boys & Girls Club and had private swim lesson sessions for them. The outdoor pool closed
on August 18 at 5:00pm.

Attached is an Agreement with the South Dakota Department of Transportation (SDDOT) for
rehabilitating the railroad crossing on West City Limits Road with the installation of crossing
signals, gates, and precast concrete crossing material. The proposed railroad crossing upgrades
include a concrete pedestrian crossing surface for the future trail along the east side of West City
Limits Road. The total cost of the project is estimated to be $148,052.14. The City is responsible
for 10% of the cost which is $14,805.21. As a part of the Agreement, the City will provide the
construction signing and will remove and replace the existing concrete and asphalt pavement as
necessary for the approaches to the railroad tracks. The estimated value of the City’s portion of the
project is $51,723.14. These amounts will be adjusted to actual as-built costs.

City staff has reviewed the Agreement and recommend that it be approved. There are funds in the
adopted 2018 budget for the replacement of this railroad crossing. The SDDOT expects that the
project will be completed in the 2018 construction season which would coincide with the West City
Limits Road reconstruction project.

AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is between the city of Yankton, South Dakota, referred to in this Agreement as the
“City,” and the State of South Dakota, acting by and through its Department of Transportation, referred to

in this Agreement as the “State.”

BACKGROUND:

1.

BNSF Railway Company ("BNSF”) will upgrade the one (1) track highway-rail grade crossing,
DOT 382260W, located on West City Limits Road in the city of Yankton, South Dakota, with the
installation of eighty-eight feet (88') of precast concrete crossing surface, sixteen feet (16") of
concrete pedestrian crossing surface, new highway-rail grade crossing signals, gates, bungaiow,

and associated signal material;

The City will provide upgrades to roadway as required with the crossing surface and signal

upgrades in compliance with federal aid requirements; and

The State is responsible to assure the Federal Highway Administration that federal aid

requirements are met in order to receive federal participation in adjustment costs.

THE STATE AND THE CITY MUTUALLY AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

The State will notify BNSF, the owner of the railroad, and will negotiate an agreement as
necessary for the installation of the crossing surface, pedestrian surface, highway-rail grade

crossing signals, gates, bungalow, and associated signal materials.

The City will share in ten percent (10%) of the total costs for the crossing surface upgrade,
pedestrian crossing installation, and for work required by the City for the crossing. The City will
provide the City’s ten percent (10%) share of the total project cost of the above referenced
highway-rail project through a combination of City funds and the labor and materials provided by
the City for roadway work and traffic control. The State will authorize the remaining ninety percent
(90%) of the total project cost from funds available under Section 130 of Title 23, United States
Code. The signal installation provided by BNSF will be 100% funded under Section 130 of Title
23, United States Code.
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The City may bill project costs incurred through the City’s labor and materials, as indicated in
Section 2. above, to the State upon completion of the City's portion of the work. The City will
provide to the State proper documentation of the labor and material costs incurred. The State will
credit the City’s project costs so incurred and as found eligible by an audit performed by the State
towards the City’s ten percent (10%) share of the project. If the City’s project costs incurred are
more than the City’s ten percent (10%) share of the total project cost, the State will provide a
check to the City for the City’s costs incurred in excess of the City's ten percent (10%) share of
the total project cost. If the City’s project costs incurred are less than the City’s ten percent (10%)
share of the total project cost, the State will bill the City for the difference.

In order to receive credit for the City’s labor and materials as described in Section 2. above, the

City will provide the following information to the State upon completion of the services:

A The City will provide a daily labor record, containing the name of the person providing the
service, dates the person worked, number of hours worked, the project number, and a
description of the type of work performed. A sample form of the daily labor records is
attached to this Agreement as Exhibit “B.”

B. The City will provide a weekly labor record containing the name of the person providing
the service, the gross hours worked, the regular hours worked, the overtime hours
worked, the pay rate for both regular hours and overtime hours, the dates the person
worked, a description of the type of work performed, and the project number. A sample
form of the weekly labor record is attached to this Agreement as Exhibit “C.”

C. The City will provide a daily equipment record containing a description of the equipment
used, the name of the person that operated the equipment, the hours worked, the regular
hours, the overtime hours, the standby hours, rate of the cost to use the equipment, the
total amount of the donated equipment use, the project number, the dates the equipment
was used, and the type of work done by the equipment. A sample form of the daily
equipment record is attached to this Agreement as Exhibit “D.”

D. The City will provide a daily materials record containing a description of the material, the
quantity of the materials, an invoice for the purchase of the materials or an affidavit if the
material was from previous stock, the cost per each item used, the total amount of the
donated materials, the project number, the date the materials were used, and the type of
work for which the materials were used. A sample form of the daily materials record is
attached to this Agreement as Exhibit “E.”

E. The City is not required to use the forms provided as exhibits but must provide the
information contained in the forms.

F. The City will calculate hourly rates for services as follows:
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10.

a. The City should base the value of City staff time on the staff person’s base hourly

wage, not including benefits or other added pay.

b. The value of equipment will be the City’'s standard equipment rate or the
standard hourly rental rate at a local equipment rental establishment.

c. The City will provide receipts or proof of cost for fuel and other items for actual
cost credit.

The estimated cost of the various items of work to be performed by the City under this Agreement
is Fifty-one Thousand Seven Hundred Twenty-three Dollars and Fourteen Cents ($51,723.14).
The estimated cost of work to be performed by BNSF for the rehabilitation of the crossing surface
is Seventy-four Thousand Eight Hundred Dollars ($74,800.00). The estimated cost of work to be
performed by BNSF for the installation of the pedestrian surface is Twenty Thousand Twenty-nine
Dollars ($20,029.00). The estimated cost for construction engineering performed by the State is
One Thousand Five Hundred Dollars ($1,500.00). The total estimated project cost is One
Hundred Forty-eight Thousand Fifty-two Dollars and Fourteen Cents ($148,052.14). The
estimated ten percent (10%) City match is Fourteen Thousand Eight Hundred Five Dollars and
Twenty-one Cents ($14,805.21).

The City will provide for the roadway work and traffic control as shown in the estimate attached to

this Agreement as Exhibit “A.”

The City will complete the City’s work in a timely manner. Within six (6) months following
rehabilitation of the crossing surface, installation of highway grade crossing signals, and City
work, the City will provide a final and complete billing of all reimbursable project costs incurred

and required project records specified in this Agreement.

The City will send all billings for the City’s project costs to the Yankton Area Engineer Rod Gall,
South Dakota Department of Transportation, 1306 W. 31% St., Yankton, South Dakota 57078-
9662, telephone 605-668-2929.

The City will retain all records and accounts necessary to support project costs claimed under this
Agreement and will make these records and accounts available for audit performed by the State
or the federal government for a period of three (3) years from the date of final payment has been

received and all other pending matters are closed.

The City may not use subcontractors to perform the services described in this Agreement without
the State’s express prior written consent. The City will include provisions in its subcontracts
requiring its subcontractors to comply with the applicable provisions of this Agreement, to
indemnify the State, and to provide insurance coverage for the benefit of the State in a manner

consistent with this Agreement. The City will cause its subcontractors, agents, and employees to

comply with applicable federal, state and local laws, regulations, ordinances, guidelines, permits
and requirements and will adopt such review and inspection procedures as are necessary to
assure such compliance. Any existing continuing contract, under which the City now has certain

work performed regularly, will be considered to conform to the requirements of this Section.
The City will maintain the roadway at said highway-rail grade crossing.

The City will notify the Yankton Area Engineer Rod Gall, South Dakota Department of
Transportation, 1306 W. 31% St., Yankton, South Dakota 57078-9662, telephone 605-668-2929,

when commencing, discontinuing, resuming, and upon completion of the work.

The City will not begin any work not covered by Exhibit “A” which increases the amount of the
estimate without first notifying the State and obtaining the State’s prior written approval that the
work is necessary and eligible. The City will not exceed the estimate unless one of the two

following conditions is met:

a. The State may allow an increase in the cost estimate when a change in construction
plans is authorized by an approved Change Order issued by the State before such work

is begun.

b. The State may allow a minor increase in the estimated cost eligible for reimbursement
after completion of the work when such increase is adequately supported by detailed
billing and sufficient explanation. A final Change Order, when approved, will place the

increase in line for audit and payment.

The City will indemnify the State, its officers, agents, and employees against any and all actions,
suits, damages, liability, or other proceedings that may arise as the result of performing services
under this Agreement. This section does not require the City to be responsible for or defend
against claims or damages arising solely from acts or omissions of the State, its officers, agents,

or employees.

The City certifies, to the best of the City’'s knowledge and belief, that no federal appropriated
funds have been paid or will be paid, by or on the City’s behalf, to any person for influencing or
attempting to influence an officer or employee of any agency, a member of Congress, an officer
or employee of Congress, or an employee of a member of Congress in connection with the
awarding of any federal contract, the making of any federal grant, the making of any federal loan,
the entering into of any cooperative agreement and the extension, continuation, renewal,
amendment, or modification of a federal contract, grant, loan, or cooperative agreement. If any

funds other than federal appropriated funds have been paid or will be paid to any of the above

mentioned parties, the City will complete and submit Standard Form LLL, “Disclosure Form to

Report Lobbying,” in accordance with its instructions.

The City must require the language of this certification be included in the award documents for all
subawards at all tiers (including subcontracts, subgrants, and contracts under grants, loans, and
cooperative agreements) and all subrecipients must certify and disclose accordingly. This
certification is a material representation of fact upon which reliance was placed when this
transaction was made or entered into. Submission of this certification is a prerequisite for making
or entering into this transaction imposed by section 1352, title 31, U.S. Code. Any person who
fails to file the required certification will be subject to a civil penalty of not less than $10,000.00
and not more than $100,000.00 for each such failure.

The City has designated its Mayor as the City’s authorized representative and has empowered
the Mayor with the authority to sign this Agreement on behalf of the City. A copy of the City’s
Commission or Council minutes or resolution authorizing the execution of this Agreement by the

Mayor as the City’s authorized representative is attached to this agreement as Exhibit “F.”

This Agreement is binding upon the signatories not as individuals but solely in their capacities as officials

of their respective organizations and acknowledges proper action of the State and the City to enter into

Date: October 30, 2017

The proposed 2018 Walnut Street from 2" Street to 4™ Street reconstruction layout was presented at
the March 27, 2017 Commission meeting to discuss the design of the curb and gutter alignment.
The result of the Commission discussion was to work with the Onward Yankton, Design South
Dakota process in the spring of 2017 to obtain design related thoughts for this corridor.

City staff have been involved in the Design South Dakota events as well as working with the
Meridian District to gain input on what the community would like the future Walnut Street to look
like. Staff has also received input from South Dakota State University students, Stockwell
Engineering, District III, and individuals showing concerns for the future project. There was a great
amount of community effort to provide input for this project.

City staff took the community input and created a curb alignment representing a compromise of
input received. Those comments ranged from a desire to close all or portions of the street to
vehicular traffic, all the way to leaving it as close to what you see now as possible. With a
compromise of the comments in mind, and using a uniform design concept, the alignment is able to
tie the Meridian District to the Riverside Park area. This layout will accommodate vehicular traffic,
parking, and business access, as well as community events, but most importantly create a pedestrian
friendly access between the Meridian District and the Missouri River.

Staff presented the proposed Walnut Street from 2" Street to 4™ Street design at the October 23,
2017 City Commission Work Session. The Work Session provided a more detailed design for the
curb and gutter, sidewalks, and amenities. In order to complete the project design and achieve an
early 2018 bid letting for the project, Staff would ask the City Commission to give concurrence of
the proposed Walnut Street from 2" Street to 4™ Street design. An early 2018 bid letting would
ensure the project would be completed before the 2018 Riverboat Days Celebration.

The first section of West City Limits Road was reconstructed this past summer. The existing asphalt
from the northern access of Golf View Lane to the railroad tracks was removed and replaced with an 8”
PCC pavement. The new pavement section is 40’ wide and provides for north and south bound travel
lanes as well as a center turn lane.

As you can see from the attached Change Order No. 1 the changes in quantities resulted in a net
decrease to the project cost of $4,596.00. This changed the construction cost from $371,164.30 to
$366,568.30. The contractor did complete the project by the completion date therefore no liquidated
damages were assessed.

Although there were 19 different change order items not one of them exceeded $1,100.00 of difference
from the original bid cost. They were all minor adjustments made during construction.

City staff has reviewed the project, the change order and the final pay request. We recommend that
Change Order No. 1 be approved, that the project be accepted and that the City Finance Officer be
authorized to issue a manual check in the amount of $22,161.67 to Masonry Components, Inc. based on
the attached final pay request.

Date: November 6, 2017

In conjunction with the railroad crossing replacement on 21 Street, the City was able to replace the
street pavement from Summit Street to the railroad right-of-way. With a coordinated effort between the
City and the railroad company, two projects were completed with one street closure. As part of the
contracted work, an 8” PCC pavement with 6” of base course was constructed to replace the worn
asphalt surface. This new section is better suited to handle the higher volume of traffic that occurs on
21° Street.

The attached Change Order #1 resulted in a net decrease to the project cost of $6,148.25. This changed
the construction cost from $194,534.00 to $188,385.75. The contractor was able to complete the project
well in advance of the project deadline, therefore no liquidated damages were applied.

A decision to not replace the majority of curb and gutter was the main decrease in project cost. The
remaining items on the change order adjust the quantities for each bid item to the quantities actually
constructed.

City staff has reviewed the project, the change order and the final pay request. We recommend that
Change Order No. 1 be approved, that the project be accepted and that the City Finance Officer be
authorized to issue a manual check in the amount of $10,654.29, to Masonry Components, Inc., based on
the attached final pay request.

The roadway section referenced above was previously an asphalt urban section. After the pavement
replacement, it is now a 6” PCC pavement street. It has 6” of City crushed asphalt-concrete mix for a
base under the pavement. This project was another candidate for miscellaneous curb replacement
therefore eliminating the need for a total reconstruction.

The attached Change Order #1 resulted in a net decrease to the project cost of $7,384.20. This changed
the construction cost from $249,762.45 to $242,378.25. The project was completed by the contract
deadline.

Most of the change order items were small amounts. A couple of the larger items were decreases in
Geotextile Fabric, 6” Approach Pavement and Concrete Curb & Gutter. Basically, all three deductions
can be attributed to the existing conditions not requiring as much work in those areas as originally
planned.

Since the mechanical
failure in June, the airport staff has gotten by through the use of the courtesy vehicles and the
large bucket truck. This temporary solution was the most reasonable way to function during the
year considering we were operating under the contingency budget.

The proposed purchase at state bid price is a 2018 half ton Dodge 1500, 4x4, crew cab with a
6’4” box option. Wegner Motors of Pierre has the state bid for the vehicle at $28,444. This
amount is under our $35,000 budget for the purchase. We contacted Broadway Chrysler in
Yankton to see if they were willing to match the state bid price to facilitate a local purchase and
they declined.

The reason we are asking consideration of the purchase at this time in 2017 is that it takes 45
days for delivery of the truck. If approved, ordering the vehicle now will allow us to get the
vehicle as early as possible in 2018. An early 2018 purchase will get us back to standard
operations at the airport.

The vehicle being replaced is a 2008 Chevrolet half ton with approximately 65,000 miles and a
failed engine. The truck was originally a fire department vehicle so the modest mileage is a little
deceptive based on idle times. We plan to surplus the 2008 Chevrolet with the failed engine and
the proceeds will go into the general fund. Approval of this memorandum and associated
resolution would also surplus the truck with the failed engine.

ADDENDUM TO
COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT

On the 23" day of November, 2016, a written Collective Bargaining Agreement (the
“CBA”) was entered into by and between the City of Yankton, a political subdivision
of the State of South Dakota, hereinafter referred to as the "City," and Local 3968,
American Federation of State, County and Municipal Employees, AFL-CIO,
hereinafter referred to as the "Union." Pursuant to Section 23.0 of the CBA, the
patties hereby agree to amend the CBA as follows:

Section 13.0 Pay ranges and wage rates for Union Eligible
Positions ate attached to the CBA and incorporated herein. Effective
January 1, 2018, each employee will receive a Two and One Half
Percent (2.5%) Percent base adjustment increase and a One (1) Step
increase on the pay scale, if eligible. The Parties agree that they shall
negotiate wages for 2019 at a later date subject to the notice and renewal
provisions of Article 26.

This addendum further memorializes the fact that the City’s change of health
care insuret from Blue Cross Blue Shield to Avera and the schedule of benefits so
provided under the Avera plan was negotiated between the parties as required by
Section 10.5 of the CBA.

All other provisions contained within the CBA dated November 23, 2016, are
incotrporated herein by this reference and remain in full force and effect.
